Divorced aged and surviving spouses would
receive 50% of the applicable current-law PIA percentage if married 5 years, 60% of the applicable PIA
percentage if married 6 years, ..., 90% of the applicable PIA percentage if married 9 years. This benefit
would be available to divorced spouses on the rolls at the beginning of 2025 and those becoming eligible

after 2024.
